Akteur-Netzwerk-Theorie

Die Akteur-Netzwerk-Theorie (ANT) ist eine vor allem von Bruno Latour entworfene Theorie der
Gesellschaftswissenschaften. Sie setzt sich zum einen mit der Bedeutung und den Folgen von Wissenschaft und
Technologie fiir die menschliche Gesellschaft auseinander, ist dariiber hinaus aber auch ein distinktiver Zugang zur
Sozialtheorie und zu den Methoden soziologischer Forschung. Thren Ursprung findet sie in den Science Studies.
Obwohl die ANT weitestgehend fiir ihr kontroverses Verstindnis nichtmenschlicher Entitdten als gleichberechtigte
Akteure zu menschlichen bekannt wurde, ist sie dariiber hinaus auch eine Theorie, die gdngige und konventionelle

soziologische Arbeitsweisen kritisiert und das Soziale nicht als reine Interaktion von Menschen verstehen mdochte.

Uberblick

Die Akteur-Netzwerk-Theorie soll wissenschaftliche und technische Innovationen erkliaren. Dieser Theorie nach soll
die Unterscheidung zwischen Gesellschaft und Natur und zwischen Gesellschaft und Technik aufgebrochen werden.

Sie ist eine poststrukturalistische Theorie, die den Dualismus von Natur und Kultur aufbrechen will.

Die Akteur-Netzwerk-Theorie geht nicht davon aus, dass Technik und Wirklichkeit sozial konstruiert sind. Vielmehr
wird davon ausgegangen, dass Technik/Natur und das Soziale sich in einem Netzwerk wechselseitig Eigenschaften

und Handlungspotentiale zuschreiben.

Soziale, technische und natiirliche Objekte werden in der Akteur-Netzwerk-Theorie nicht zur Erkldrung
herangezogen, sondern als die Gesellschaft erklirend; ihr Einfluss auf die Gesellschaft wird also betrachtet.
Wissenschafts- und Technikentwicklung ist demnach weder durch natiirliche oder technische Faktoren noch durch

soziale Faktoren verursacht. Zu dieser Betrachtung konne man erst im Nachhinein gelangen.

Die Theorie wurde bekannt, da sie im Gegensatz zu den meisten (nahezu allen) sozialen Theorien das Soziale nicht
als das ansieht, was zwischen den Menschen entsteht, sondern die Beteiligung nichtmenschlicher Entititen
hervorhebt. Die Methode kann als ,material-semiotisch® bezeichnet werden. Dies bedeutet, dass sie die
Verbindungen aufzeigt, die ebenso materiell (zwischen Dingen) als auch semiotisch (zwischen Konzepten) bestehen.
Die Theorie geht davon aus, dass viele Verbindungen sowohl materiell als auch semiotisch seien. Zum Beispiel
bezieht der Interaktionsraum einer Universitit Studenten, Dozenten sowie deren Ideen ebenso ein wie Technologien,
z.B. Stiihle, Tische, Tafeln, Laptops und Schreibwaren. Zusammen bilden diese ein einziges Netzwerk namens

Lsuniversitit®.

Die ANT versucht nun zu erkldren, wie materiell-semiotische Netzwerke zusammenkommen, um als Ganzes zu
handeln (z.B. ist die Universitidt sowohl ein Netzwerk als auch ein Akteur, und fiir manche Zwecke agiert sie als eine
einzige Entitit). Als einen Teilaspekt hiervon betrachtet die ANT explizite Strategien, die dazu dienen, verschiedene

Elemente zusammen in ein Netzwerk zu integrieren, damit sie nach auflen hin als ein kohérentes Ganzes erscheinen.

GemidB der ANT sind solche Actor-Networks kurzlebig. Sie befinden sich in einer konstanten Werdung und
Wiedererschaffung. Dies bedeutet, dass bestimmte Beziehungen wiederholt vollzogen werden miissen, da sich das
Netzwerk ansonsten auflosen wiirde (in unserem Beispiel miissen die Studenten tdglich Lehrveranstaltungen
besuchen, die von den Dozenten angeboten werden miissen und die Computer miissen in Gebrauch bleiben etc.). Es
wird ebenso vorgeschlagen, dass Beziehungsnetzwerke nicht an sich kohidrent seien und tatsédchlich Konflikte
enthalten konnen (z.B. konnte ein gespanntes Verhéltnis zwischen Studenten und Dozenten bestehen oder auf den
Computern Inkompatibilititen bestehen). Soziale Beziehungen sind mit anderen Worten stets im Wandel und

miissen permanent vollzogen werden.
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Geschichte

Die Akteur-Netzwerk-Theorie wird seit Mitte der 1980er Jahre vor allem von den franzosischen Soziologen Michel
Callon und Bruno Latour vorangetrieben. Im englischsprachigen Raum ist sie stark beachtet worden. Weitere
klassische Beitridge zur Akteur-Netzwerk-Theorie stammen von John Law und Madeleine Akrich. Sie haben iiber die
letzten zwei Jahrzehnte die internationale Wissenschafts- und Technikforschung stark beeinflusst. Seit Mitte der

1990er Jahre findet sie auch in Deutschland verstidrkt Beachtung.

Aktanten

Bruno Latour versteht im Kontext einer Akteur-Netzwerk-Theorie auch Dinge als handelnde Akteure, die zusammen
mit menschlichen Akteuren in netzwerkartigen Handlungszusammenhingen agieren und so mit diesen zu Aktanten
verschmelzen. Ein einfaches Beispiel dafiir ist der Aktant ,Mensch-Pistole”, der aus dem Zusammenwirken der

beiden Einzelakteure Pistole und Mensch entsteht und nicht auf einen dieser beiden Akteure reduziert werden kann.

Aktant ist in der Fachsprache der Soziologie (Akteur-Netzwerk-Theorie) ein Vernetzungszusammenhang, dem
LAktivitit vom Typ ,Vermittlung® oder ,Ubersetzung“ zugeschrieben wird. Ein Beispiel wire die materielle Kultur
(das ,Parlament der Dinge®). Der Begriff versucht sich von den handelnden Akteuren abzugrenzen, ohne ein sich

rein verhaltendes System zu postulieren.
